PERTHS NEWEST COASTAL COMMUNITY OPENS THE FLOOR

Lend Lease and project partners LandCorp will host the first in a series of listening sessions for Alkimos, Perth’s newest coastal community on Tuesday May 3rd at the Beaumaris Community Centre.  

The session will outline plans for Alkimos and give locals the chance to get involved, contribute and have their say in the project before works begin. 
The vision for Alkimos is to create a master-planned coastal community of global significance that supports and promotes carbon-neutral living.  

Alkimos will feature a major inland regional centre and coastal village about the size of Hillarys, substantial parklands and a range of social and community infrastructure such as schools, cafes, office and retail space.

It will feature distinct residential villages with a range of homes to suit different lifestyles and budgets, a regional beach, potential regional marina and a 41 hectare foreshore reserve to preserve the dunes along the unique coastline.
Alkimos Project Director, Anne Jolic is leading a team of Perth-based experts to set new standards of sustainable living and build a strong sense of community in Alkimos. 

“A series of listening sessions are being held while Alkimos is being created to road test ideas, possible designs, proposed facilities and delivery timeframes with the people that matter, to help us understand community needs and to give future residents, as well as future visitors, a say on how the area should evolve,” Anne said. 
“We are committed to working with local people to develop a safe, exciting, energetic and sustainable community where residents have access to jobs, services and education.
 “We are planning an amazing coastal village that residents will feel part of and be proud to call home,” Anne said. 

The listening session will include a presentation on the facilities and plans for Alkimos. There will be an opportunity for the community to provide feedback and discuss initiatives and facilities they would like to see in the area.

Construction of the initial 224 hectares at Alkimos is expected to begin in 2012, with the first public land sales commencing in early 2012 and the first resident expected to move in during 2013.
