CITY OF WANNEROO ENDORSES PLANS FOR ALKIMOS
The City of Wanneroo has endorsed plans for Alkimos, bringing Perth’s newest coastal community another step closer.

The Alkimos Local Structure Plan provides a framework for the 224 hectare beachfront site and includes over 2,200 homes with supporting infrastructure including a public primary and private high school, outdoor and community facilities plus shopping, business and entertainment precincts. 
Following a comprehensive consultation process, the City of Wanneroo will soon lodge these plans with Western Australian Planning Commission (WAPC). 
“LandCorp and Lend Lease thank the City of Wanneroo for their commitment to delivering a new standard of living in Perth’s north western corridor, they have been a great partner through the process” said Anne Jolic, Alkimos Project Director.

Lend Lease and LandCorp are currently drawing up detailed plans for the first stage of the development that includes the proposed lot structure, utilities, roads, parks and facilities in preparation for the next round of approvals. Planning of the Alkimos regional centre will begin soon with a regional shopping centre, commercial and industrial areas and the Alkimos rail station located there.

Final approval of the detailed Stage One subdivision design by both City of Wanneroo and WAPC is expected in 2012 with lots to be released for sale following this approval. Early delivery of infrastructure, community services and facilities will be a cornerstone of the community.
“We recently called for expressions of interest for the first independent school site at Alkimos which is expected to be up and running by the time the first residents move into their new homes, in 2014,” said Ms Jolic.

“A community and education board will also soon be established to guide initiatives and learning opportunities for the new Alkimos community.”
A display village for the first stage is currently being designed, and early discussions with builders are taking place. 

An innovative environmental sustainability strategy for the entire site is also being drafted to guide the achievement of the carbon neutral aspirations of the Alkimos community.  

"While it is too early to determine the actual pricing for lots at Alkimos, there will be a wide range of lot sizes developed, meeting the full spectrum of market needs,” said Ms Jolic. “The land will be valued independently and prices will be set at a market rate.” 

Alkimos will assist in addressing the need for affordable, quality, coastal housing in the region by delivering a wide range of innovative and quality housing styles to suit all lifestyles and budgets.
